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THE RECTOR’S COLUMN  
 

My dear friends, 
 
The month of September marks the beginning of a number of new ventures and 
initiatives at St Bride’s, many of which have been suggested to me by members of 
the Congregation during my pastoral visits. 
 
From 1 September there will be a Eucharist on a Tuesday morning at 8.15. The 
service will be celebrated according to the Scottish Liturgy 1982 - a modern 
language rite with special Thanksgiving Prayers for the different seasons of the 
Church Year.  The simplicity of this Eucharistic rite makes for a very peaceful and 
prayerful start to the day. 
 
From 12 September the Rosary will be prayed at Midday on the second Saturday 
of the month and will be followed by a Votive Mass of our Lady.  The Rosary is a 
popular devotion within the Catholic tradition which helps us to meditate upon 
significant moments in the life of our Lord and of his Blessed Mother.  Further 
information about the Rosary in both Anglican and Roman Catholic traditions can 
be found on our Church website - www.stbride.org.uk 
 
From September there will be a monthly Bible Study in the Rectory. The first of 
these will be held on Wednesday 16 September at 7.30 p.m.  These studies will 
include short introductions to particular passages and themes, plenty of group 
discussion, and time for reflection and meditation. 
 
On Sunday 20 September we will be participating in “Back to Church Sunday” - 
an initiative in which members of the Congregation personally invite friends who 
have drifted away from the Church to come back, as they are.  There will be 
special invitation cards at the back of the Church for you to give to whomsoever 
you wish. 
 
From September we will be collecting for Starter Packs Glasgow (Charity number 
SC029961) which sources household goods, namely: crockery, cutlery, pots & 
pans, mugs & tumblers, duvets, pillows, bed linens and towels, which it then 
redistributes to homeless people taking up new tenancies.  Elizabeth Briggs and 
Jan Carlisle will be co-ordinating our donations and will keep us up to date on 
particular items required. 
 
These new ventures encapsulate, I believe, the various elements of our community 
life, for as Christians we are called upon to offer the Holy Eucharist faithfully, to 
spend time in prayer and meditation, to deepen our knowledge of Holy Scripture, 
to share our faith with others, and to care for those in our society in desperate 
need.  I hope that you will support these new initiatives and be enriched by them.

ANNUAL CONGREGATIONAL MEETING 
SUNDAY 13 SEPTEMBER 

IN THE CRYPT, IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE SUNG EUCHARIST 
TEA AND COFFEE WILL BE SERVED AFTERWARDS 
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STARTER PACKS GLASGOW 
 
A Starter Pack is a pack of items needed to set up a new home for a person or a 
family who has few possessions or even none at all. 
 
The process begins with a referral from a housing officer or resettlement officer 
and ends with the delivery of a starter pack.  All the items are donated, and in the 
warehouse in Govan they are sorted and the packs made up according to 
requirements.  Sadly, the need is growing, but hard times have led many people to 
reflect on how very hard they are for some and to seek a way of helping. 
 
In 2002, 140 Starter Packs were delivered.  This year the estimate is 1,250 by the 
end of December.  When we visited the warehouse two weeks ago, they had 
completely run out of double duvet covers and sheets, there were no dinner plates 
and no glasses, and they were very short of cutlery. 
 
Items for donation must be clean and in good condition.  You could say - If it’s fit 
for the bin, it’s not fit for Starter Packs. 
 
The wonderful Sarah Findlay, the Development Manager, sees her team as the 
Wombles (and herself as Madame Cholet) making good use of the things that they 
find.  So if they are the Wombles then we are the Everyday Folks. 
 
On one occasion, along with bags of towels, sheets and pillows, I had taken an 
unused kingsize summer duvet.  Rather doubtful that it was what was needed, I 
was on the point of suggesting that it might be used as a quilt on top of a blanket, 
when Sarah said – “Oh excellent!  This will be great as a quilt on top of a 
blanket!” 
 
The next time, we took soap, toothpaste, disposable razors, and several of those 
very smart toilet kits that airlines give out to business and first class passengers.  
Everything was gladly received.  For the next run, we have some tinned food, 
dried pasta, rice and salt.  In fact every time we go, Sarah says – “We also take…” 
and it’s something else readily available. 
 
From September until Christmas they are also gathering things for presents, 
especially children’s books and toys in good condition.  They also make up 
Pamper Packs for ladies – hair rollers, skin cream, hand cream, lipstick, nail 
varnish, eye make-up etc…  Low self-esteem is a huge problem and knowing that 
you don’t look your best makes it worse.  Sarah also firmly maintains that every 
little girl needs a party frock, so the hunt is on in time for Christmas. 
 
The advertisements in The Oystercatcher and on the notice boards will give you 
more information.  If you think you have anything you could give to Starter Packs, 
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please speak to Jan Carlisle or to me.  Douglas and I can come to your house to 
collect anything that is too large or too heavy for you to bring to church yourself. 
 
Please pray for all the workers and supporters and for the people they help to make 
a new start.

VESTRY REPORT 
 

At its meeting on 26 August the Vestry heard of the plans to introduce a said 
Eucharist on Tuesday mornings and a monthly Rosary and Eucharist on the second 
Saturday of each month.  There would be a High Mass in October to mark the 80th 
anniversary of the foundation of the St Bride’s Priory of the Scottish Guild of 
Servers. 
 
It was reported that the events diary in the Sacristy was not being kept up to date, 
and all event organisers were asked to ensure that details were entered as 
appropriate. 
 
A new set of white vestments to be used at High Mass and a green cope had been 
donated by a member of the congregation.  
 
Draft accounts for the year ending 30 June 2009 were tabled and approved.  The 
Finance Sub-Committee would prepare a budget for 2009-10.  The Treasurer of St 
John’s, Johnstone had agreed to act as Independent Examiner. 
 
The Diocesan Architect would advise on the roof and chimney.  Quotations were 
awaited for work on the boiler house doors and the Garden of Remembrance. The 
annual inspection of fire protection equipment had been carried out and some 
replacements made. 
 
Arrangements for the Annual Congregational Meeting on 13 September were 
finalised. 
 
A report was received from the Events Sub-Committee on forthcoming events.  
Arrangements were approved for the use of the Church and Crypt by outside 
organisations. 
 
The next Vestry meeting will be on Wednesday 23 September.

During July and August flowers were donated by Mary Sillitto, Andrew Hook, 
Amy Caddell and Renee Little.  I am grateful to Roy Parkin and Muslim Habib, 
who supplies most of the church flowers, for flower arrangements while I was 
away on holiday. 
 
If you 
would like to make a donation towards the flowers, please see me or put your 
name on the list.  Garden flowers are always appreciated.  I shall put the large 
collecting jar out for harvest flowers.
