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THE RECTOR’S COLUMN 

 
My dear friends, 
 
The story of the Good Samaritan, which we heard again on Sea Sunday, is a 
familiar story that we almost certainly first heard when we were very young.  
Like me, you may have re-enacted this tale with some enthusiasm in a 
Sunday School class or lovingly brought it to life in a schoolroom painting. 
As with all biblical stories first told to us in childhood, however, there 
remains the danger that we view this parable in purely childlike terms and, in 
adulthood, fail to comprehend the truly shocking message it imparts. 
 
The lawyer who stood up to test Jesus knew in his heart that he had a divine 
duty to be kind and compassionate to his neighbour. But like many Jewish 
men of his generation he was very keen to define in clear and precise terms 
who was, and, more importantly, who was not, his neighbour.  Determining 
who was not one’s neighbour had, indeed, become an interesting pastime 
amongst a certain kind of educated professional. This lawyer clearly 
imagined that it would be rather fun to put Jesus on the spot with this thorny 
conundrum. 
 
The moving and colourful story that Jesus tells, however, reveals the 
superficiality of this man’s faith and the stupidity of his legal questioning. To 
ask “Who is my neighbour?” suggests Jesus is to ask the wrong question.  
The real question God wishes us to ask is surely “To whom can I be a 
neighbour?” and to that question comes the call of God to be a neighbour to 
anyone in need who looks to us for help.   
 
The truly shocking message of the famous story of the Good Samaritan is that 
all people are our neighbours and deserve our compassion, regardless of their 
background or their circumstances.  The man who journeyed from Jerusalem 
to Jericho was undoubtedly a fool.  By journeying alone on such a dangerous 
road he was putting his life at risk.  Indeed, it could be argued that he got his 
just deserts.  And yet, declares Jesus, he is worthy of all the love and 
compassion that we can give. 
 
There is another shocking aspect to this story, namely that the people we 
distrust and despise can often be more caring and more compassionate than 
ourselves.  The Jews distrusted the Samaritans more than they distrusted the 
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Gentiles, perhaps because the Samaritans were culturally and religiously 
similar to themselves.  In the eyes of the Jewish people they were heretics 
who had perverted the true faith of Israel and their dislike of them knew no 
bounds.  How galling it must have been for them to hear a story that spoke of 
Priests and Levites walking by on the other side whilst a Samaritan stopped 
and helped. We can easily imagine the frosty stares and the harsh looks in the 
village square as Jesus reminds them that compassion is not confined to the 
benevolent actions of their community. 
 
As we reflect again upon this famous story let us not be immune to the 
radical message it imparts, for today, he who still bears the marks of the nails 
and the spear is pointing to the injured people of our frantic society lying 
paralysed at the roadside.  Will we stop and help or will we hurry by on the 
other side?  I pray that we may all have the courage to be Good Samaritans.

GETTING TO KNOW YOU 
 
Our interviewee for this month is Dr John Davies.  John holds a research post in 
mediaeval Scottish history at the University of Glasgow, and has published books on 
the Church in Norman Wales and saints’ cults in the Celtic world. He is an active 
member of the University of Glasgow’s Anglican chaplaincy, and regularly leads the 
ecumenical daily service in the University Chapel.  On a Sunday, John can usually 
be made out behind clouds of incense issuing from a thurible at St Bride’s.  He also 
serves on the Scottish Episcopal Church’s Provincial Liturgy Committee, which 
advises on the practice and revision of the Church’s liturgies. 
 
Q:  Thanks, John, for agreeing to be this month’s interviewee and my first question 
is about your childhood. Can you tell us a little about any religious influences there 
were in your childhood?  
 
John:  I was brought up in a clerical family: my father was a parish priest in 
Wales throughout my school years (and later became a bishop), and I was 
baptised by my paternal grandfather, who was an archdeacon.  On my 
mother’s side, my grandfather was a church warden and my grandmother was 
a church organist.  My whole childhood therefore had the Christian life as a 
given.  I started serving at the altar as soon as I was confirmed, at the age of 11, 
and began singing in church choirs when I was 16.  I went on to read theology 
at university, and was fortunate throughout my student years at Durham and 
Cambridge to have access to, and to be able to contribute to, daily choral 
worship. 
  
Q.  What brought you to St Bride’s?  
 
John:  I first came to St Bride’s after an Open Doors event in 2008.  I had 
sought the church out on account of its reputation for a traditional style of 
worship.  I was fortunate to find the building open one Saturday, and was 
warmly welcomed by Eileen Maitland, Anne Blackwood and Andrew Lockyer, 
who were serving refreshments to visitors that afternoon. 
  
Q:  How long have you been worshipping at St Bride’s? 
��   
John:  Almost from my first arrival in Glasgow in t he late summer of 2008. 
��  
Q:  What one aspect do you especially like about St Bride’s?  And why?  
 
John:  The most attractive aspect of the Christian community at St Bride’s is 
its warmth and openness: I have found it easy to make friends here, and enjoy 
spending time in the company of other members of the congregation and the 
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clergy.  Another very important aspect is the worshipping life of St Bride’s: 
first the many opportunities to worship during the week, and especially the 
almost daily celebration of the Eucharist; secondly, I appreciate the objective 
nature of worship here, which allows the liturgy to speak for itself.  Integral to 
this second point is the eastward facing position of the celebrant at the 
Eucharist, where the priest faces the same way as the people. I happen to have 
a personal preference for the Prayer Book liturgical and doctrinal tradition 
(which is expressed in the 1970 Scottish Liturgy used on a Sunday at St Bride’s, 
as well as in the 1929 Prayer Book), but my first concern in worship has always 
been to feel that the whole Church is offering its worship objectively through 
its official liturgy.  I should also mention that I am grateful for good music and 
good preaching. 
��  
Q:  Is there anything you feel might enhance our common life together in St Bride’s? 
  
John:  Eating and drinking together, worshipping, praying, and reading the 
scriptures together: I think all this enhances the common Christian life – so, 
more of the same!  A sign of the Spirit is our openness to each other and to the 
world, like the apostles on the day of Pentecost; so I hope that we can be a 
Christian family which grows together and grows stronger by reaching out to 
those around us, both within St Bride’s and in our local community.  
��             
Q:  Thanks very much for giving us this insight into your spiritual life, John.  To 
finish is there a verse or a quotation or a song or a piece of music, a painting – 
anything at all that has been a particular help or inspiration to you? 
 
John:  Although I would not consider myself a melancholic, I often think my 
life so far has had something of John Milton’s Il Penseroso, about it, a poem in 
praise of the contemplative, withdrawn life of study, philosophy, thought and 
meditation (without wishing to sound too pretentious, but failing abysmally). 
Here is a section from the end: 
 
 But let my due feet never fail  

To walk the studious cloister's pale,  
And love the high embowed roof,  
With antique pillars massy proof,  
And storied windows richly dight,  
Casting a dim religious light:  
There let the pealing organ blow  
To the full voiced choir below,  
In service high, and anthems clear,  
As may with sweetness, through mine ear,  
Dissolve me into ecstasies,  
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And bring all Heav'n before mine eyes. 
 
I’m still working on the next part: 
 
 And may at last my weary age 
 Find out the peaceful hermitage, 
 The hairy gown and mossy cell 
 Where I may sit and rightly spell 
 Of every star that heav'n doth show, 
 And every herb that sips the dew; 
 Till old experience do attain 
 To something like prophetic strain. 
 These pleasures, Melancholy, give, 
 And I with thee will choose to live. 
 
But, of course, I also have an affinity with Il Penseroso’s counterpart, 
L’Allegro : 
 
 And young and old come forth to play 
 On a Sunshine Holyday, 
 Till the live-long day-light fail, 
 Then to the Spicy Nut-brown Ale … 
 
But in the end, I am daily reminded by the University of Glasgow’s motto how 
life is to be led: Via, Veritas, Vita, a quotation from St John’s Gospel (14:6), our 
Lord’s definitive ‘I am’ saying: ‘I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man 
cometh unto the Father, but by me’. 
 
Thanks again, John, for your time and your interesting and thoughtful responses.

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FEASTS OF MARY  
 
Devotion to Mary appears to have its origins in the fourth century.  Evidence from 
this period suggests that some Christian communities had begun to venerate her in 
the liturgy and hold feasts in her honour.  These earliest festivals were linked to the 
agricultural cycle and were kept, not to commemorate particular events in her life, 
but to ensure agricultural success.  During the fifth century, however, as orthodox 
Christians sought to stress the full humanity of Jesus, devotion to Mary grew.  
Churches were dedicated to her and in these Churches feasts were kept in her honour 
which in time spread to other churches. 
 
The oldest official feasts appear to have originated in Jerusalem and Constantinople. 
 A feast celebrating Mary’s virginity and divine maternity known as “the Memory of 
Mary” was celebrated in Constantinople on the 26th of December and in Jerusalem 
on the 15th August.  By the end of the fifth century, however, this feast in Jerusalem, 
where a Church to commemorate her tomb had been built, became a celebration of 
the end of her life.  In due course it became commonplace to celebrate Mary as 
Mother of God on the 1st of January and her Dormition (or Assumption as it became 
known in the West from the eighth century) on the 15th of August.  From the sixth 
century onwards there developed other feasts of Mary celebrating her conception, 
her birth, her presentation in the Temple as a young girl, the Annunciation, Mary’s 
visit to Elizabeth, and her purification.  
 
Within the Book of Common Prayer of 1662 five feasts of Mary are to be found, 
namely the Purification of the Blessed Virgin on the 2nd of February, the 
Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin on the 25th March, the Visitation of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary on the 2nd of July, the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary on the 8th 
of September and the Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary on the 8th of 
December.  A Collect, Epistle and Gospel were only provided, however, for the 
Feasts of the Annunciation and Purification.  The Feast of the Assumption on the 
15th of August was not included because there was no perceived biblical authority 
for this doctrine and because it was felt to exalt Mary at her Son’s expense.  The 
Presentation of Mary in the Temple, celebrated in both Eastern and Western 
churches on the 21st of November, was likewise excluded.  Our own Scottish Prayer 
Book of 1929 has similar provision to the Book of Common Prayer but, following 
Eastern Orthodox practice, allows for a feast celebrating “The Falling Asleep of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary” on the 15th August. 
 
Many of the momentous events in Mary’s life are inextricably bound up with those 
of her Son, and in recent revisions of the Calendars of Anglican Churches and the 
Roman Catholic Church the Feasts of the Purification and Annunciation are more 
properly thought of as “Feasts of the Lord” and are consequently now termed “The 
Presentation of the Lord” and “The Annunciation of the Lord” respectively.  One 
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difference, however, between our own Church and the Roman Catholic Church 
concerns the 1st of January.  Whereas Roman Catholic Churches, following ancient 
practice, now keep this day as a Feast of Mary, Mother of God, Anglican Churches, 
have continued to celebrate the Naming of Jesus on this day. Nevertheless, despite 
the difference in name, the readings set for this day are the same in both Anglican 
and Roman Catholic Churches. 
 
Significantly most Anglican Churches now keep the 15th of August as the principal 
feast of Mary.  The reasons for this change are ecumenical not doctrinal as the name 
chosen for this day (simply “Mary the Virgin” in our own calendar) suggests, but 
this does not belittle the importance of this change. Though Christians may differ in 
their understanding of Mary it is surely wonderful that Christians of different 
traditions now celebrate the life and witness of Mary the Virgin on the same day.
