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THE RECTOR’S COLUMN
My dear friends,

Holy Week is rich in symbolism, colour and emotion. We begin by processing
around the Church singing hymns of praise and holding aloft crosses of palm in
commemoration of our Lord’s triumphal entry into Jerusalem. This “Liturgy of the
Palms” gives way to the “Liturgy of the Passion” during which the passion story is
sung and we break bread together in remembrance of our Saviour’s death and
resurrection.

The days that follow are more reflective. Our praying of the Stations of the Cross
and our simple celebrations of the Eucharist offer a space to prepare for the emotion
of the days that follow.

On Maundy Thursday we gather to celebrate the Lord’s supper and to hear again the
call to serve one other, symbolised in the Washing of Feet. At the end of the
Eucharist our Church is stripped of all its furniture and furnishings and we are called
to watch at the Altar of Repose, to which the Blessed Sacrament has been taken, in
preparation for Good Friday.

On Good Friday we gather in a bare and unadorned church to pray the Stations of
the Cross, and to meditate from Midday upon our Lord’s Seven Last Words from the
Cross. Atthree o’clock we celebrate the Good Friday Liturgy, a service comprising
of readings from Holy Scriptures, prayers before the cross and reception of Holy
Communion.

We gather the following evening, not in the Church but at its door where a fire has
been kindled. The Easter Candle is blessed and lit and together we process into a
darkened Church that has, in the intervening hours, been transformed by flowers of
every shape and hue. As we await the reading of the Easter story we hear again
stories of liberation from the Old Testament. The proclamation of the resurrection is
followed by a renewal of baptismal vows and a glorious celebration of the Eucharist.
These celebrations continue the following day, with a Festal Eucharist during which
we process with joy around our Church

It is sad to think that so many within our Church miss out upon the ceremonies of
this great week. Sharing in the services of Holy Week is a truly wonderful
experience and I hope that you will join us for them.

...to be a pilgrim!
(4, Caldas de Reis to Santiago de Compostela)

DOUGLAS BRIGGS concludes his journey

This was the most scenic route through shady woodland, small farms, few hamlets
and no cafes or bars for 12 km, but more wayside shrines. The service station, café,
bar, shop at San Migel de Valga was an amazing place run by one very active lady
who dashed from one section to another, patiently and willingly coping with our
uncertain food requests while at the same time serving the locals. She typified the
friendly nature of the folk we met all the way. We were approaching one of the most
important towns on the Camino, Padron. St James originally landed there to begin
his evangelising. The stone pillar to which the boat that brought him was reputed to
be tied, is now beneath the high altar in the Igrexa de Santiago located next to the
place believed to have been the mooring point. On the opposite side of the Rio Sar
is a highly ornate fountain contemporaneous with the Romanesque Igrexa. Pilgrims
still refresh themselves there. A little up the hill from the fountain is the Convento
del Carmen, supposedly near the spot where St James addressed the multitude, and
one of the few places where we were able to attend Mass. There we met some of
our German friends again, but there were very few at Mass although only a few
metres from the ancient hostel still accommodating modern pilgrims.

Padron is famous for its peppers grown in nearby Herbon. (Didn’t you know that? 1
didn’t.) Roughly one in twenty is very hot, but you don’t know until you bite, but
for us it was not the season.

In contrast to the soaking rain of the first week, as we neared the end of our
pilgrimage we felt the effects of the sun. Not only did the Baroque sanctuary at A
Escravitude provide cool relief, it revealed ornate decoration reflecting the growth
of Marian devotion on the Camino in the 10th century. Unfortunately the widened
main N-550 highway is hard up against the fountain and access steps the Marian
shrine above it.

Our attempts to seek a blessing from a passing priest met with no response, although
a church worker had willingly stamped our pilgrim passport, essential evidence to
produce at the end of our pilgrimage for the award of our Compostelas. We
progressed through oak and pinewoods and small farms with ancient corn drying
sheds, aware that as we approached the satellite town of Miladoiro we were nearing
our destination. We decided to stay there overnight and to complete the remaining
10 km next day so as to arrive in Santiago in good time for the Pilgrims’ Mass at
noon.

Finding our way back to the Camino proved difficult. It led us along country paths
which, just a few kilometres from Santiago, provided our first hazy glimpse of the
Cathedral of St James on the next hill. The old town of Santiago is a celebration of
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the Camino, not entirely dominated by tourist tack, largely because there are
university faculties and municipal offices scattered throughout, restaurants in
abundance, small churches and museums occupying the mediaeval buildings.

We deposited our packs and joined the long queue for the Pilgrim Mass. The
Cathedral was packed, but we found a spot to stand beside a column which afforded
us some protection from the pressure of the crowd, mostly tourists. The list of
places from which pilgrims had arrived the day before were read out before the
Mass began. There were fourteen priests concelebrating, led by an Archbishop
whose sermon was largely a warm welcome and congratulatory message to the
pilgrims. As it is a Holy Year, at the end of Mass the great Botafumeiro was swung
by four or five servers. It is swung from ceiling to ceiling in the transept, a great
burning cauldron swinging scarcely inches above the heads of those standing
beneath at the lowest point. We had completed our pilgrimage overcome by
emotion.

We recovered our packs and joined yet another queue to present our stamped
pilgrim passports for our Compostelas. Mine was scrutinised very carefully: “You
walked all the way? You did not have a vehicle to carry your pack?” They take
great care to ensure as far as possible that only genuine pilgrims are recognized for
accreditation. There were no fewer than six assistants processing applications from
a queue that seemed not to become any shorter as the day progressed. Possibly there
are more younger than older pilgrims, but there is a wide distribution across all ages.
Most follow the traditional route in the north of Spain. Along with others before us,
we added our remaining stones to the collection in the fountain outside the
Cathedral. Apparently the main shrine for depositing tokens is on the approach to
Santiago on the northern Camino. In the evening, an a capella choir singing a
Schubert Mass in the small church beside our hotel ended an unforgettable day.

All that remained of our pilgrimage on the following day was to join the queue to
visit the effigy of St James above the high altar, give him a hug and visit the tomb
beneath to say a prayer or two. The endless queue is moved along because the
process continues all day, every day, even during Mass. It is well controlled and
unobtrusive as access is from the east door behind the altar.

As you would expect, there were shops in abundance catering for tourists with
sparkling new versions of a pilgrim staffs, scallop shells, gourd water carriers and
the inevitable baseball hats and tee-shirts. As we sat drinking coffee in a pavement
café, along came our German friend whom we had helped by paying for his
breakfast. He was surprised to see us, introduced us to his wife with great eagerness,
expressed his profuse thanks, and gave each of us a lapel clip miniature of the way-
marks, one the Portuguese arrow, the other the stylized Spanish Coquille St Jaques.

Before leaving to return to Lisbon on Pentecost Sunday we went to the noon Mass.
To be able to sit, we joined the queue at 10.45 and entered during the 10.30 Mass
where we stood until it ended, then with others from the standing crowd, grabbed a
seat. If anyone doubts the strength of Christianity, just go to a Mass in Santiago de
Compostela.

Our awareness of the hardships and dangers suffered by pilgrims over past centuries
as we passed way-side memorials, the spiritual significance of the Camino,
opportunities for reflection, thought and discussion with Bernard, a good Christian
soul, amounted to an extraordinary experience. He was one of the students in the
first intake for a new Commerce Degree programme in the University of Western
Australia in 1963 where I began lecturing. We have remained friends ever since.

Porto to Santiago de Compostela seems a short journey when viewed on a map of
the Iberian peninsula. It was certainly 245 km, but I only needed two band-aids for
my toe and four paracetamol tablets. If I had known what the pilgrimage involved
before I began, would I still have done it? You bet!

Seeking a willing volunteer for an Ethics Committee

The College of Science and Engineering at the University of Glasgow is
seeking a 'lay member' (i.e. someone not associated with the university) to
sit on their Ethics Committee. This committee reviews research proposals
from members of staff and postgraduate students for projects that involve
the participation of other people, for example, in psychology perception
experiments or computer usability studies. All members of the committee
are responsible for reading proposals and commenting on them, with
reference to a set of given ethics guidelines. Each committee member is
allocated an average of two (and not more than five) proposals to review in a
month. Each proposal takes approximately 20 minutes to review, although
the first few might take a bit longer while you get used to the rules and the
process. Some initial training will be provided. The entire process is
conducted online, so a good broadband connection and a working computer
are essential. Andrew Lockyer has sat on this committee for several years,
and he would be glad to tell you more about it.

The overall impression is an unspeakable richness of faith and commitment,
of which it has been a privilege to be a part. We are however called to a
different work, as if the Lord has been saying that retirement from the
planning office is no excuse for idleness and there are needs elsewhere that
must be ministered to.

So yes, we will take with us memories of wonderful people offering glorious
worship often amid trying personal circumstances, but making the sacrifice
of praise and thanksgiving nonetheless.

The sadness of leaving will be equal only to the joy of renewed friendships
over the months and years ahead. Being part of St Bride’s has indeed been

an honour and a privilege.

Maybe just known to us as “Gio’s Mum”, it was good to get to know her more and
to learn about her work in psychiatry. Sarah started by telling us about her journey
through medical school and the various avenues she had to cover before specialising
in psychiatry. It has taken ten years to get to her Consultant position. She gets to
deal with not just the medical profession but with a breadth of professional people.
Her specialist area covers mental illness in general adults 18 — 65. Sarah mentioned
the difficulties in making a diagnosis, assessing the symptoms and recommending
treatment. Dealing with people who have Schizophrenia is probably the biggest part
of her job. Sarah mentioned each aspect of mental health she had to cover and how
those with personality disorders could have more than one. Many questions were
asked and Kathy thanked Sarah for her time and the interesting lecture she had given
us. It gave us a small insight into her difficult job. Refreshments followed in the
crypt and Sarah continued to answer questions over a cup of tea.

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VESTRY REPORT

At its meeting on 13 March the Vestry agreed that the summary of the minutes of
each meeting should continue to appear in The Oystercatcher, but that the full
minutes should be kept in a folder in the Sacristy where they could be consulted by
members of the congregation.

It was agreed that a day for welcomers and readers should be organised, probably in
July.

The late Elizabeth Taylor had requested that her art works and materials should go
free of charge to any member of the congregation who would like them. The
paintings would be displayed in the Crypt to allow people to register their interest.

The Diocesan Growth Strategy would be launched on 13 June, and the Celebration
of Ministry service would take place at the Cathedral on 4 June.

Accounts to the end of February 2011 were tabled. There were encouraging signs
that financial assistance would be received for the roof refurbishment project. The
Property Committee was working on obtaining coatings for the refurbishment of the
Crypt. Applications for planning permission and listed building consent for the
phone mast had now been submitted, and comments had to be submitted by 25
March.

Arrangements were in hand for a fire drill and training for fire marshals. A list of
cleaning duties was approved, and it was agreed to investigate the possibility of
employing a professional cleaner to supplement the work of the monthly cleaning
parties.

Anne Blackwood had resigned as Child Protection Co-ordinator. The Rector would
approach a possible successor.

It was agreed that the use of the floodlighting at concerts, etc. should be encouraged.
It was agreed that it would be inappropriate to hold an Arts Festival in 2012 because
of the likelihood of building work taking place then.

The next Vestry meeting will be on Wednesday 27 April.
